COMPOSITIONS FOR CAIRO

For those acquainted with the works of Dieter Teusch — Cologne,
Germany-based artist — this new series of paintings looks remarkably
clear and rationally organised. A disciplined organisation of paint, a well-
balanced composition of colour, each painting presented as one
possibility within the larger structure of the group.

Fortunately, the artistic ambition of the work reaches beyond formal
exercise. Form and colour turn out to be charged with meaning, part of
which is general, part highly individual. The paintings resemble flags,
more than anything else. As they are painted in the colours of Ethiopia,
one cannot avoid but see them as variations on the composition of this
nation's flag. One wonders what are the artists' reasons to choose
precisely these colours, this flag. Teusch is, from what | know, not
particularly involved with rasta and reggae. Then what motivates him to
create an Ethiopian presence, first in his studio in Cologne and now in
the very middle of Cairo ?

Picasso is known as the most innovating artist of the 20th century. His
work is considered to be the artistic equivalent of Einstein's relativity-
theory. His cubist painting-collages objectified his awareness of the
identity of space and time. It cannot be overlooked that some of these
works carry highly personal messages as well. A flowerbill a
perfumelabel, a haircomb or news-paperclipping are the exact as well as
poetic data of his own, exclusive personal life, are the proof of his
relations in the world of desire, fear, of longing and dying. From then on
the picture plane integrates life and art.

As with these five paintings by Dieter Teusch. These are five fingertips of

a hand that reaches out to get hold of a person. The person is a young

woman that lives in Cairo. The paintings are, for what | know, true to a

particular period in the artist's life. For sure it charges the initially well-
disciplined picture plane with desire and life.
